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SAMPLE QUANTITY REQUIRED, SHIPPING CONDITIONS AND STANDARD PACKAGE SIZES

To avoid the compromise of sample integrity it is best to ship samples in the original container used in the market place. For beer this is typically in 355 mL (12 fl. oz.) bottles or cans. For wine and spirits this is 375 to 750 mL or 1L bottles. For any samples to be distilled a minimum of 500 mL is required. For some samples, and for product not yet in a sealed package, less volume may be needed and we ask you to contact us in such special circumstances.

We do not typically issue packaging items for samples as this can lead to compromise of sample integrity. Though in certain cases we can discuss the best strategies for getting you sterile containers for microbiological services.

Generally samples packaged in non-standard-sized containers should be filled (in fully clean, sealable plastic or glass bottles or tubes) leaving only a little headspace. Wort samples and spent grain samples should be shipped frozen to avoid contamination and fermentation in transit.

For comprehensive package testing a set number of containers will be required and this is indicated in the description for the specific test package. If only a single test is requested then generally the above notice should guide in sample quantity required.

It is best to contact us if you have any doubts about the quantity and desired packaging needed in order to avoid sample compromise, data integrity issues and delays in testing.

A portion of an ANEXO certificate is shown above. Depending on the authority receiving the shipment different analytes may be requested for analysis. Typically alcohol content, extracts, efficiencies of fermentation, IBU’s and Color in EBC units are required for beer samples. Where different certificates are required BDAS, LLC can provide or prepare templates as needed. If new forms need to be created from scratch charges will apply for the time needed to prepare and translate the language required.

The process requires the shipper to fill in their name, address, and activity - e.g., brewer, distiller, distributor. Their TTB permit number is also required. No certificate can be approved by the TTB or other agency without the actual shipper of record having a TTB permit! Product name, lot numbers and number of cases, cans, or bottles and total volume shipped are applied and then BDAS, LLC, after testing samples, fills in the results in the bottom portion of the form.

NOTE: We can re-issue ANEXOS or other certificates for subsequent shipments based on our testing of a sample for a full calendar year after analysing a product (reporting and shipping fees apply - see below). Thereafter a new sample must be supplied for testing.

BDAS, LLC signs off and applies a stamp to the ANEXO and then has the form Notarized by a State licenced Notary Public. Next the forms are shipped to the TTB or, in rare cases where a local Chamber of Commerce is recognized by Brazil, etc., it can go back to the client for them to take to their Chamber of Commerce.

Usually though we ship regular post or expedited UPS to the TTB office in Washington DC for them to sign off on. We supply the TTB with details and a pre-paid shipping lable to get the delivery of the final signed and sealed documents to you or the authorities in the country you are shipping to. Shipping can be expedited (and invoiced to you) in both directions but we have no control over how long the forms will be in the TTB Office.

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PROOFING AND OBSCURATION

With the development of newer spirit types, flavored and sweetened cocktail mixes and spirits, there is often confusion over proofing of such products. Typically, only traditional aged spirits - whiskies, rums, brandies, etc., or unflavored vodkas with low solids fall under the original proofing rules. The following table will show when to request proof solids and proof solids corrected obscuration values or illustrate when a direct density meter reading or distillation with density measurement on the distillate is the correct method to obtain the true alcohol content.


Check your product’s general parameters with respect to current proof and whether you have added any matter such as sugars or sweetened flavorings likely to have added solids well in excess of the values noted on the y-axis. Request test C1 or C2 with F2 or T15 accordingly for your testing needs. Rush fees for two days in-house testing when possible are charged at one and a half times (1.5x) the list price. Please call ahead to discuss how best we can accommodate your rush requests.

Reports & Confidentiality:

All reports and records concerning your sample results are maintained with the strictest confidence. Unless you indicate otherwise, this also applies to any of the samples we field to our affiliate laboratories [look for the †, symbol in our catalog listings]. You are always welcome to call us with questions related to your own requested test results. We understand the significance of all test results with respect to

the fermentation industries. As a result we can help you understand the consequences related to the data, and show you how to interpret and implement the findings in improving your beverage production capabilities. On a consulting fee basis more involved questions, extensive discussions and problem solving or troubleshooting inquiries can be handled as needed (see below).

Consulting and Project Fees:

While we can supply information regarding your test results in order to honor our obligations to testing samples for existing clients, we do need to offer extended consultations based on a fee basis. If discussions will take longer than 15 minutes a credit card payment can commence to cover our time commitment. Consulting fees start at our hourly rate of $150. Site visits, where a client visits the lab to learn methods or to oversee sample testing, are also charged for at normal hourly rates. When we are travelling for consultation or audits, reasonable accommodation and meal costs are also to be borne by the client. side up”. AN ORDER FORM MUST ACCOMPANY ALL SAMPLES BEFORE WORK CAN COMMENCE - NO EXCEPTIONS! We cannot start service work unless, and until, we know specifically and exactly what is being requested of us, and completed forms act as a contract of work requested. Shipments from abroad are best packaged in wooden crates/sturdy cardboard boxes (crown-cap boxes work well) and can be handled through an import-export agency. Please call for our advice as to which companies can best handle samples from your own country (DHL may be an option). Our company does, however, have an Import Permit for “Alcoholic Samples for Analysis Only” and this usually means direct shipping is possible. Foreign samples (as food products) must now be registered with the Federal Food and Drug Administration (the FDA) and this can be achieved by registering for an account number and code clearance (for each shipment) via the FDA web site. Recent changes may mean we need obtain a COLA waiver for you.
